SIRP Programme in Serbia

The Settlement and Integration of Refugees Programme
aims to develop sustainable settlement and integration solutions
for low-income refugees and vulnerable households and to build
capacities at municipal and central levels for replication and
upscaling. Important goal is to put the Social Housing Sector
nearer to the preconditions for integration in the EU.

The Government of Italy has funded the Programme which is
implemented by UN-HABITAT. At central level, SIRP will be
executed together with the Ministry for Capital Investments,
whereas at local level it will be implemented in seven selected
Municipalities.

UN-HABITAT

The United Nations Human Settlements Programme, UN-
HABITAT, is the United Nations agency for human settlements. It
is mandated by the UN General Assembly to promote socially and
environmentally sustainable towns and cities with the goal of
providing adequate shelter for all.

In 1999, a new strategic vision aiming at balancing normative
and operational activities was adopted by UN-HABITAT, giving
more attention to knowledge management, the financing of
housing and human settlements and, particularly, to strategic
partnerships. This vision entails focusing the Programme’s
activities around four strategic functions: Advocacy and Policy
Advice, Research and Monitoring, Training and Capacity Building,
and Technical Co-operation.
